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INTRODUCTION

his Annual Report summarises the
I activities carried out by the Spanish
Network of Cities for Climate (“Red
Espafiola de Ciudades por el Clima”) in
2017, pursuant to the work programme
established in the Agreement between
the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries,
Food and the Environment (Spanish
acronym MAPAMA) and the Spanish
Federation of Municipalities and
Provinces (Spanish acronym FEMP) for
granting the aid earmarked in the 2017
Finance Bill to fund activities aimed to
promote and assist in the development
of local initiatives for climate change
(2017-2020).

he Network held its 12th Assembly on

I 3 November 2017 in Logrofio (La Rioja)

with the attendance of approximately

70 municipal representatives. Prior to the

Assembly, three Workshops on Climate

Change Adaption took place and pilot projects

selected by the Network’s working groups were
presented.

Following the agenda for the event, the activities
carried out in 2016 were presented, which are
described in the Annual Report for that year.

The state of implementation of the work
programme for 2017 was also presented.
Information was given on how the Agreement
with the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries,
Food and the Environment has been adapted
to include the new lines of work approved
at the previous Assembly, held in Granollers
(Barcelona) in 2016.

The major novelty resulting from the 2016
Assembly has been the creation of several
Working Groups. These represent a significant
change to the Network’s working methodology,
leading to a new dynamic in which all Local
Governments involve and participate in the
processes from the very outset.

The President invited all Local Governments
in the Network to work on the selected pilot
projects, both in their development and
implementation.
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XI™ ASSEMBLY

The pilot projects approved are as follows:

1. Creation of a platform for energy efficiency in buildings.

2. Implementation of a project for individual composting and separate collection of bio-
waste.

3. Support to green public procurement by Local Governments.

4. Collection, analysis and dissemination of best practices in local mobility.

5. Elaboration of plans for sustainable mobility at work and the implementation of
electrical mobility.

6. Development of heating and cooling networks in municipal buildings.

7. Support to local management of energy in street lighting, aiming at improving its
efficiency, through the use of LED bulbs and smart control.

8. Drafting of a report on best local practices on climate change adaptation

9. Increase of curricular content regarding fight against climate change at schools.

10. Organization of Workshops on Carbon Footprint Calculation and Registry for SMEs.

After the Assembly, a visit was organised
to TheCircularLab, a ground-breaking
European project that brings together all
proposals and solutions for encouraging
innovation in packaging and its recycling,
under the umbrella of the circular econo-
my model.

Located in Logrofio and promoted by Ecoembes, TheCircularLab is the only innovation
centre in the world specialising in this area. This packaging innovation laboratory is
where best practices will be studied, designed, tested and applied in a real environment,
working in an atmosphere of open innovation and cooperation with businesses, Public
Administrations and citizenship.

2.7 FORMATION OF WORKING GROUPS

The 10th Assembly, which took place on 5 October
2016 in Granollers, approved the setting up of working
groups led by pioneering municipalities in each field.

In view of the proposals received from Local
Governments, at its meeting on 18 January 2017,
the Network’s Governing Board approved the
formation of the following working groups:

- Working group on funding climate change
policies.

- Working group on mitigation policies:
- Mobility subgroup.
- Circular economy subgroup.
- Rehabilitation and energy efficiency subgroup.

- Working group on policies for climate
change adaptation.

Following the agreements reached by the
Governing Board on 8 March 2017, constitutive
meetings were held in FEMP offices in order to
define the objectives for each working group and
to gather first-hand information on the different
action plans implemented by Local Governments,
so that different levels of action could be laid down.

The meetings were attended by a total of
44 Local Government representatives and 4
delegates of the Spanish Office for Climate
Change (MAPAMA).

2.2 AGREEMENTS AND ACTIVITIES:
MOBILITY SUBGROUP

Members of the mobility subgroup
agreedtocreateadocumentalrepository
containing the main information of their
Urban Mobility Plans, to which end it
was proposed that a short template is
designed containing the links to that
information.

CIRCULAR ECONOMY SUBGROUP

This subgroup agreed to draft and
circulate a template to all members of
the Network so that each of them can
provide information regarding their
municipal taxes, regulations, funding,
new technologies, composting, dis-
semination, collaboration with Inte-
grated Management Systems, demo-
lition and monitoring.

REHABILITATION AND ENERGY
EFFICIENCY SUGROUP

Along the same lines as the previous
subgroups, approval was given to submitting
a template which would enable to gather
information on the situation of the Network
members in the following areas: planning,
municipal inspectors, municipal regulations,
funding, presentation of joint projects,
energy poverty and district regeneration.

WORKING GROUP ON ADAPTATION

It was agreed that a template shall be
drafted and submitted to the Network
members, so Local Governments can
provide information about the activities
they have already carried out in the field of
climate change adaptation (participation
process), activities envisaged as necessary,
fields of activity (pipelines, seafronts,
beaches, etc.), scope, etc.

for Climate has been working with the

Spanish Office for Climate Change of the
Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries, Food
and Environment on a campaign to provide
information and raise awareness of climate
change amongst Local Governments.

S ince 2013, the Spanish Network of Cities

Over the course of 2017, various activities have
been carried out to provide information and
increase awareness of climate change. These
activities are specially designed to inform
Local Governments about the measures they
can implement in their municipalities and the
awareness-raising initiatives already existing,
together with providing them with tools for
educating their citizens. The activities described
below have been carried out to this end:

3.1 WORKSHOPS ON CLIMATE CHANGE
ADAPTATION

On 2 November 2017, three open workshops
on climate change adaptation took place in
Logroiio.

Priortothe workshops, a presentation outlining
climate change impacts, vulnerabilities and
adaptation measures at local level was given.
Speakers were Ramoén Lopez, from the Spanish
Office for Climate Change, who showed the
results of studies carried out in Spain and the

rest of Europe on the aforementioned areas
and the resources available for obtaining
further information on them. Efrén Feliy,
from Tecnalia Corporation, presented the
guide published by this organisation on
the methodology to develop local plans for
climate change adaptation.

Following this presentation, workshops
were run on:

- The impact of climate change on
municipalities: a cooperative diagnosis.

- Practical measures to reduce risks
associated with climate change in ur-
ban environments.

- Pleasant public spaces: proposals to
reduce heat in public spaces.

The workshops were coordinated by:

- Francisco Heras, Spanish Office for
Climate Change (MAPAMA).

- Maria Sintes, National Centre for
Environmental Education (MAPAMA).

- Efrén Feliu, Tecnalia.
After the workshops concluded, the

coordinators presented the results and
conclusions of each of them.

3.2 SCHOOL EDUCATION CAMPAIGN

TheSchool EducationCampaignforClimate
Change Awareness amongst Children was
aimed at providing municipalities with the
tools for raising awareness amongst their
youngest residents. It focuses particularly
on children in primary schools, using audio-
visual materials that explain what they
and their families can do to reduce climate
change.

In addition, complementary materials have
been prepared for the members of the
Spanish Network of Cities for Climate to
display in their environmental education
centresortodistributein schools, including:
a classroom calendar featuring the tips
presented in the video, decks of playing

cards, a version of the Game of the Goose,
stickers to encourage paper recycling,
water and energy saving, etc.

Materials enough for 18,000 pupils were
produced and distributed, in order to
meet, as far as possible, the requests
made by the Network members.

3.3 INFORMATION AND AWARENESS
ACTIVITIES

European funds

The Network has worked in collaboration
with the General Directorate for European
Funds of the Spanish Ministry of Finance
and Public Administration on publicising the
third call for proposals on sustainable and
integrated urban development strategies
(Spanish acronym EDUSI), in the framework
of the ERDF Operational Programme for
Sustainable Growth.

This call, published in the Official State
Gazzette (B.O.E accordingtoitsSpanish
Acronym), on 21 September 2017,
established a deadline of one month for
presenting these strategies for urban
areas with over 20,000 inhabitants.
It aims to lay down the roadmap for
the development of Spanish cities in
the 2020 horizon, focusing on four of
the nine Thematic Objectives (TO),

Carbon footprint calculators

A new version of the carbon footprint
calculator has been created to provide
an easy and visual way for citizens to be
aware of the emissions generated by
urban and interurban mobility, use of
domestic appliances (fridge, washing
machine, etc.), and the energy consumed
in domestic heating, food preparation
and personal hygiene. In addition, the
calculator includes a set of simple tips for
cutting emissions in these areas.

Resources for municipalities
with a carbon footprint registry

Digital materials have been created in
order to explain the Carbon Footprint
Registry to citizenship, while showing
them the results achieved by their Local
Government in this field.

This initiative is aimed at helping Local
Governments that have made the effort
to calculate and record their carbon
footprint to publicise their work among
their citizens.

Low-carbon economy

In the framework of the ERDF
Operational Programme for Sustainable
Growth  2014-2020, Royal Decree
616/2017 of 16 June 2017 was approved
in order to regulate the direct award of
grants to individual projects developed
by Local Governments that focus on the
transition to a low-carbon economy.
Information was circulated to the
Network members, since they may be
eligible for such grants:

» Town Councils of municipalities with
less than 20,000 inhabitants.

e Provincial Governments or single-
province Autonomous Communities.

* Balearic and Canary Islands Councils.

* Supra-municipal entities that group
together several municipalities.

* Associations of municipalities.

Green employment programme

The Official State Gazzette of 16 March
2017 published the Decision of 24
February 2017, which approved the
publication of a competitive tendering
for grants to implement projects under
the Green Employment ("Empleaverde”)
Programme, jointly funded by the
European Social Fund.

Amongst other entities entitled to
tender are Local Governments that
belong to national or European level
networks or programmes. Priority is
given to projects that promote the
development of adaptation strategies
and plans at local level.

Grants for projects on climate
change adaptation

The  Biodiversity = Foundation, in
collaboration with the Spanish Office
for Climate Change, published a call
for grants, in the form of a competitive
tender, for the development of projects
on climate change adaption in 2017.
The call could be responded to by Local
Governments, amongst other entities.

On 15 December 2017, the Official State
Gazette published an extract of the
Resolution passed by the Managing
Board of the Biodiversity Foundation on
29 November 2017 for granting approval
to the call, which deadline expires on 31
January 2018.

The lines of work covered by the Call are:

— Generating and analysing knowledge
regarding impacts assessment, vulnerability

and adaptation in the sectors, systems,
resources and geographical territories
considered in the National Plan for Climate
Change Adaptation;

— Development of demonstration and
pilot projects in the field of climate
change adaption, also in the sectors,
systems, resources and geographical
territories considered in the National
Plan for Climate Change Adaptation;

— Mobilising actors: transference, participation,
information, communication, awareness-
raising and formation in climate change
adaption;

— Encouraging the development and
implementation of local and business plans
and strategies in relation to adaptation, or
incorporation of climate risks assessments into
plans, programmes, and projects at municipal
scale, by analysing scenarios, modelling
impacts or developing cost-effectiveness
studies of adaptation measures.

Footprint Registry and Carbon Dioxide Offsetting

and Absorption Programmes, in the framework of
Royal Decree 163/2014, the Network offered support
to Local Governments interested in calculating and
registering their carbon footprint.

I n 2014, prompted by the creation of the Carbon

Using the calculation tool created by the Spanish
Office for Climate Change, with the assistance
of a technical consultancy, 30 municipal carbon
footprints have been calculated and sent to the
Registry in 2017.

In addition to drafting an emissions reduction planfor
each Local Government, this programme included a
formation and training workshop for members of
the technical staff of Local Governments taking part
in the project, which was attended by 13 people.
The workshop took place on 15 November 2017 in
a training centre in Madrid, where all attendees had
access to a computer workstation.

Training focused on entering data in the carbon
footprint calculator and on simulating different
scenarios for reducing emissions.

Over the course of 2017, technical projects and
publications where distributed amongst Network
members in order to provide Local Governments
with the working tools necessary for tackling climate
change and improve the dissemination of the work
carried out by municipalities in this field.
